Love & Marriage?

Note the question mark in the title. Back in the 1950’s Frank
Sinatra could sing the lyrics: “Love and Marrige go together like
a horse and carriage”. But nowadays there are a few horse and
carriages around and 45% of all children are born outside
marriage in Britain. The Office of National Statistics forecasts
that figure could rise to 75% in the next five years. What has
brought about this accelerating change? Why is it more or less
ignored by Churches, including Kelvedon URC? The change
isn’t only affecting other families’ young people, but in several
cases our own.

The attitude to marriage is part of a torrent of changes in the
past half-century. Just think of some of them — affluence,
scientific inventions and discoveries, “human rights”, drugs
abuse, decline of Christianity. Material prosperity is shown, for
example, in more comfortable homes, widespread car
ownership and foreign holidays. Computers have a major effect,
as does the contraceptive Pill. On stage, in films, on TV and in
books there is much less restraint with regard to sex and
violence. Pornography is available on the internet and at the

corner newsagents. Campaigns for women'’s lib and
homosexual acceptance have been largely successful, and “a
woman’s right to choose” results in numerous abortions. Drugs
have been added to the problems already caused by
drunkenness. Mass immigration has created resentment, and
some Christians feel that public scoffers of their religion are
perhaps more circumspect about Islam because of the certainty
of fierce protest from immigrant followers of that religion.

The United Reformed Church numbers have dwindled along
with those of other churches in Britain and Europe. URC
proclaims we find “the supreme authority of faith and conduct by
the guidance of the Spirit of the Word of God in the Bible”. The
Old Testament commandments do object to adultery (sleeping
with someone else’s wife or husband), but the hero king David
and his son Solomon have more than one wife, plus concubines
(and old-fashioned word meaning “mistress”). In the New
Testament one man/one woman marriage is however the norm
among the Jews. Jesus says (Matthew chapter 19): “a man will
leave his father and mother and unite with his wife, and the two
will become one. So they are no longer two, but one. No
human being must separate, then, what God has joined
together”.

Marriage has always been a way of providing security and love
for children. In the present day and age it is a fact that married
couples with children are more likely than simply co-habiting
couples with children to stay together. Jesus holds up a great
ideal, and we in Kelvedon URC should really celebrate when
there is a traditional wedding, as there was last August with Jo
and Malcolm and as there is this August with Laura and Dom.
The white dress and the ceremony is a happy and serious
declaration to families and friends of a determination to grow
into the closest and warmest of all human relationships.

The old song compares marriage to a horse and carriage and
Jesus sees marriage as a closeness that almost magically
blends two people into one. The novelist Daphne du Maurier,
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widowed and in her eighties, had a recollection, in an anthology
“Pearls of wisdom”, of “the good priest who married us drawing
a comparison between a little boat in which we were to set forth
on our honeymoon and marriage itself. “You will embark”, he
said, “on a fair sea, and at times there will be fair weather, but
not always. You will meet storms and overcome them. You will
take turns to steer your boat through fair weather and foul.
Never lose courage. Safe harbour awaits you both in the end’...
| remember this advice with gratitude. Even if | must, of
necessity, steer my boat alone, | shall not, so | trust, lose my
bearings, because of all | have learnt ...”

Laura’s grandmother Marian will be wishing that her Peter could
be at the wedding, but for consolation she has loving memories
of their long voyage together in matrimony.
